 African-American artist, best known for her 
painted story quilts.
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Faith starts out by creating a 
painting and then uses her ideas 
into her quilts



A quilt is a blanket sewn together 
with lots and lots of different 
pieces of fabric.  

Sometimes the fabric is painted on 
to create flowers, people, scenes, 
etc... 

Sometimes the different styles of 
fabric are used to create 
things...like the frame around this 
quilt.



Faith used her talent to tell story of the African- American culture



Faith’s style is known as “folk Art”, that means things aren’t always drawn in true 
proportion or size BUT the story is easy to see and understand. 

Ms. Ringgold would PAINT the people and details onto her quilts.
